BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT

The baptism inthe Holy Spirit is a definite experience where the believer'swhole personality is "immersed" (surrounded, baptised)
in the Holy Spirit. When it first happened, Peter explained,

"This is what was spoken by the prophet Joel: ‘In the last days, God says, | will pour out my Spirit on all people. Your sons and
daughters will prophesy, your young men will see visions, your old men will dream dreams. Even on my servants, both men and
women, | will pour out my Spirit in those days, and they will prophesy." (Act 2:16-18)

Yes, itisasupernatural experience, but don't be afraid. Itis Christ himself who baptises us in the Holy Spirit. (John 1: 29-34) Pray
as you read Luke 11:11-13. Do you think that your Father in heaven would give you anything that wasn't going to do good?

WHEN SHOULD YOU RECEIVE THE '‘BAPTISM*?

You may receive the baptism in the Holy Spirit at any time you desire; the Father is simply waiting for you to ask. In recenttimes
many have received the experience after years of beinga Christian. In New Testament times they expected to receive the experience
straight after water baptism. Compare the experience of Jesus (Matthew 3: 16) with these scriptures. (Acts 2: 38, Acts 19: 1-6)
If you haven't however, don't be disappointed. There were cases in the Bible where people waited, e.g. the Samaritan example
- but they didn't have to wait for long.

WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE BAPTISM IN THE HOLY SPIRIT?

We are God's witnesses concerning the great things that Christ has done for the world. This is what Jesus told his disciples in Luke
